Go Outdoors to tell the story

The creation story grsalms such as Psalm 8 were inspired by people looking at the creation
around them and experiencing a sense of awe and wonder at the Creator God. Take some

time to go on a walk or simply sit in a park to enjoy these Psalms and stories together in the
placethey belong.
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This activity explores the story of creation in two parts.
Go Fetch

It begins with a game of Go Fetch outdoors. Recap the story of creation together and then
go off to collect natural items that represent each part of the story. E.g. Light and;Dark
something light and dark coloured.

Sun and moog something rounand white, yellow or silver
Land and water, something green/grass and something wet like a pebble
Birds of the aig a feather

Once all the items are collected, you need to find a long stick, the type you might find to walk
with.

Alternativec If you do not live near a green space, these items can be found in magazines for
cutting out.

Story Sticks

The final step is to bind all the items onto your story stick. Keep it natural using threads and
string to tie the pieces onto the stick. Then yan take it in turns to tell your creation

stories to each other using your sticks. An alternative is to create a story stick which is about
celebrating creation, which would give you many different stories, similar to Psalms.

Once your stick is complete, it can be held high as a reminder that all creation points us to

God. Hold the stick out in front of youboth hands as a reminder that creation has been
given to us; it is in our hands and we need to take care of it.

FACT: Story Sticks or Journey Sticks

Aboriginal people in Australia used journey sticks to show and tell others about their journey
when they returned. They found a large walking stick, collected materials found along the
way, and tied them to the stick in chronological order. Native Americans also decorated
sticks to recount their journeys and tell about their travels.

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Seedy Trees

You will need: Scrap paper in green and brown
Some wildflower seeds (if you have them)
Parchment paper/ or baking paper
Towel
Rolling pin or tin can

What you do:
Rip up the scrap paper into very small pieces and place it into a bowl.
a small amount of water and leave it to soak until it gets quite mushy. .
Using a hand blender, blend it together until it is like pulp. Once it is all
combined, squeeze the pulpremove some of the excess water.

Put a towel onto a flat surface and place the parchment sheet onto it.
can place this onto a chopping board or baking tray to make it easier t@
move around. Start to press the paper pulp onto the sheet of
parchment/b&ing paper into a tree shape, blending the green and the
brown to make it look like a tree and sprinkle your seeds, if you have t
onto the pulp. Place another sheet of parchment on top of the pulp, an
roll it out, quite firmly to create a thin sheet paper. Carefully take the
top layer of paper off and leave it in a warm place to dry out.
