Bible context:  Matthew 
 

The book of Matthew is the first book in the New Testament; it was written around 60 AD by 
Matthew, one of Jesus’ disciples. Matthew was a tax collector before following Jesus and in 
his book, he often shows the links between Jesus and the Old Testament prophecies.  

In this story, Jesus tells a parable (a story about everyday things to make us think about 
God). In this parable we are challenged to think about what is fair and how we treat others.  

This is the first week of Lent which is an important time to stop and think about things from 
other people’s points of view.

The Story:  Matthew 20 verses 1 - 16 (The International Children’s Bible)  
 

“The kingdom of heaven is like a man who owned some land. One morning, he went out very 
early to hire some people to work in his vineyard. The man agreed to pay the workers one 
silver coin for working that day. Then he sent them to the vineyard to work. About nine 
o’clock the man went to the marketplace and saw some other people standing there, doing 
nothing. So he said to them, ‘If you go and work in my vineyard, I will pay you what your 
work is worth’. So they went to work in the vineyard. The man went out again about twelve 
o’clock and again at three o’clock. Both times he hired people to work in his vineyard. About 
five o’clock the man went to the marketplace again. He saw others standing there. He asked 
them, ‘Why did you stand here all day doing nothing?’ They answered, ‘No one gave us a 
job’. The man said to them, ‘Then you can go and work in my vineyard’. 

At the end of the day, the owner of the vineyard said to the foreman, ‘Call the workers and 
pay them. Start by paying the last people I hired. Then pay all of them, ending with the 
workers I hired first’. 

The workers who were hired at five o’clock came to get their pay. Each worker received one 
silver coin. Then the workers who were hired first came to get their pay. They thought they 
would be paid more than the others. But each one of them also received one silver coin, they 
complained to the man who owned the land. They said, ‘Those people were hired last and 
worked only one hour. But you paid them the same as you paid us. And we worked hard all 
day in the hot sun’. But the man who owned the vineyard said to one of the workers, ‘Friend, 
I am being fair to you. You agreed to work for one silver coin. So take your pay and go. I 
want to give the man who was hired last the same pay that I gave you. I can do what I want 
with my own money. Are you jealous because I am good to those people?’ 

“So those who have the last place now will have the first place in the future. And those who 
have the first place now will have the last place in the future.”

Ideas to Retell/Explore the Story 
 

A new story to share together – ‘Not Fair!’ 

(This is a new story to explore the theme. It tells the same story from the point of view of a 
young person who waits all day in the marketplace to be chosen to work in a vineyard.) 

I don’t look old enough to work but I am and my family need me to. 

Most days start the same. I get up very early, while the air is still cool and damp, think about 
having a wash but decide I haven’t got time and pinch a spoon of slightly chewy porridge 
whilst it still bubbles in the pot before rushing out of the door. 

Workers are already starting to gather in the marketplace. The confident and the hopeful, 
the old and the young, the strong and the weak. When the bosses arrive, they head straight 
for their favourites (people who’ve worked for them before) and agree a price. Some days 
they’ll take a chance on someone new; other days they play it safe. 

By mid-morning the usual suspects are left. By midday the heat of the sun tries to tempt me 
to have a little snooze but I fight the urge – I wouldn’t want to look lazy. By mid-afternoon 
I’m trying not to think about how hungry I am and how I might try and get up early enough 
to eat a little bit more porridge tomorrow when……….. 

There he is again! Choosing more workers! No one’s going to quibble about money at this 
point, the day’s nearly over. Anything is better than nothing. I try to look lively and energetic 
but I’m not sure I pull it off. By late afternoon I’m ready to give up. 

Another day wasted! 

Another day of missed school! 

Another day of not helping to fix our roof! 

I’m ready to give up and head home with nothing but my bad news when….. 

Again? He’s back. He gathers us up – the leftovers – asking us why we’re still hanging about. 
Telling us there’s work if we want it. I’m so grateful, I forget how tired I am but at the end of 
the day there’s trouble about the pay. 

‘Not fair!’? I have to bite my tongue so I don’t say something I regret. I’ll tell you what’s not 
fair: hardworking men not being chosen because they’re from a different town; having to 
work when you want to be playing with your friends or people staring at my foot and 
assuming it means I can’t pick grapes.

o How does it feel to be chosen last? 
o How does it feel when people tell you that you are too young or small to help? 
o How do you think the last workers felt when they were paid the same as everyone else? 
o Why do you think the first workers were angry? 
o Where do we see unfairness around us? What can we do to challenge it? 

Think about 
o Next time you eat some grapes, think about the farmers who planted the vines and the 

workers who picked the grapes and pray for them.

Swiss Roll Prayers 

You will need a Swiss roll or any cake that can be cut. 

 
Take it in turns to cut a slice of the Swiss roll. Try to make sure each slice is the same 
size at the next.  Remember in the story that all the workers, even those chosen last, 
all got an equal share. 

 

God wants everyone to be loved and valued no 
matter what.  As you look at the even slices of 
cake, take some time to just sit quietly and 
think about the things that you think are unfair 
in the world.  Perhaps you know someone who 
feels left out.  Ask God to help in all the 
situations you have been thinking about.    

When you have finished your prayer, you can 
eat the cake!  

 

Here is a prayer you to say together:  

 

Dear God, 
help me with the hard things: 
with sharing and caring 
about people I don’t really know. 

Dear God, 
help me with the hard things: 
when I feel hurt about what has happened 
and about things I’ve done; 
when I’m angry and want to lash out. 

 

Dear God, 
help me with the hard things: 
to stand up for what’s right, 
to take the side of people 
who are picked on or get left out. 

Dear God, 
thank you for the good things: 
my family and friends, 
for fun and good times to share but 
dear God, help me with the hard things.

You will need some sticky notes or small slips of paper.  

We are now in the season of Lent.  Sometimes people give up something during Lent and 
others take on something to do each day.  Here is a prayer activity that you can do 
throughout Lent to help others know they are valued and loved by God.

Fair does not always mean the same or equal. 
Sometimes fairness is quite different. This 
week, ask God to help you be more than fair in 
the way you treat other people. It might mean 
letting them have the bigger slice of cake or 
the last sweet from the jar. It might mean 
letting them have a longer play with a shared 
toy or offering to help them if they have too 
much to do.  
 

 
Find the Fairtrade logo off something in your 
food cupboard and stick it onto a page in your 
scrapbook. If you don’t have a logo, then have 
a go at drawing it yourself. Around the logo, 
write all the words you can think of about 
fairness and unfairness and what this looks like 
in God’s eyes. You could use all different 
colours or writing styles to do it and everyone 
could contribute.
