The Hebrew word translated as "joyful noise" carries the heavy 
implication of a triumphant shout, like a cry of victory or a 
celebration of greatness. You don't need professional vocal 
talents; it is meant to be a raw, heartfelt expression of joy and 
thankfulness for who God is. 
Make a musical instrument from nature to use while making a 
joyful noise. 
Find some things from nature to make a noise with. Everyone can 
make a joyful noise and praise God and we have all of creation on 
hand to help us. Go out and about and see what you can find to 
make a noise with. Can you use sticks or stones or gravel to make 
a noise? What about leaves? You might even be able to use a 
piece of grass to make a trumpet sound – have you ever tried 
that? And listen out for the sounds that nature makes too – the 
birdsong, the wind moving the leaves etc.
