You need a dry-wipe marker pen, a bowl of water and a
spoon.

Dry erase markers use ink made with an oily silicone
polymer which stops them sticking. Water can get
underneath them and lift them off. When we say sorry to
God, God lifts off all our guilty feelings and helps us
have a completely fresh start.

You can write or draw on the back of a spoon using the
dry wipe marker. Gently lower the spoon into the water
and watch your writing/drawing float off, leaving the
spoon clean again.
