Jesus promised that each one of us has a room in heaven especially prepared 

for us, where one day we will live with God for ever.

Cut a door in 

the house and open it. Behind the door stick a mirror or some thinner card 

covered with foil so that it reflects your face when you look at it. Now go mad and 

decorate that house so it looks really amazing.
