This week’s reading is all about making good choices and following
God'’s instructions. Sometimes that’s easy, sometimes it is difficult.
We don’t get it right all the time, but all God asks of us is that we
try, and that we say sorry when we mess up.

For our activity this week, let's have some fun making good
choices and following directions using some tracking signs from
Scouting. You'll need a friend to do this with.

One person goes for a walk and lays some tracking signs for the
other one to follow. You can make the signs out of stones or bits of
twig or, if you’re not somewhere where those things are easily
found, you could chalk signs on the pavement. You can make
arrow shapes to show the way, bent arrows to say turn left or right,
a cross to say “Not this way” and a circle with a stone in the middle
to say “Gone home”. Can your friend follow your trail?
