Use string or strong wool and fasten a short piece 
across from shoulder to shoulder, a short piece across from the top of one leg to the other, and 
a longer piece to tie to the middle of each of the shorter pieces 
and to dangle down.  
When you pull on the long piece, the puppet should raise its arms and legs as though doing a 
jumping jack movement.
