At a special remembering meal, Jesus shared bread and wine with his
disciples. Christians remember this meal by sharing bread and wine in
communion.

You could make a cup (goblet) to drink from at a special meal. We don’t
recommend buying single-use plastic, but if you have an empty plastic
bottle for recycling, you could use that. Cut it in half and glue the base on
top of the lid so that the top half becomes the stand for the glass and the
bottom half becomes the cup. Now decorate it with stickers or by gluing
tissue paper over it or using marker pens. Be careful — the cut edges may
be sharp. Alternatively use two paper cups, gluing the two bases together

Why not get a bread mix and make some bread too? Perhaps you could
share bread and a drink with your family or friends.

Matthew 26: 17-30 — The Last Supper

On the first day of the supper of bread without yeast the followers came to Jesus:

They said, “What place do You want us to make ready for You to eat the supper of

the special religious gathering to remember how the Jews left Egypt?” He said, “Go into the
city to a certain man and say to him, ‘The Teacher says, “My time is near. | will eat the special
supper at your house with My followers.” The followers did as Jesus told them. They made
things ready for this special supper.
