For a bit of fun, why not make a kindness chatterbox to help you choose
what kind things you might do.

Fold a square piece of paper in half diagonally both ways to make creases.
Where the creases cross is the centre. Open the paper out and then fold
each corner into the centre. Turn it over and fold the corners of this smaller
square into the centre. Turn it over again and slip your first finger and your
thumb of each hand into the four pockets and pushing together to form a
point like in the photograph.

Draw four coloured hearts on the square pockets, write numbers on the
inner triangles and under each flap write something kind you might do.

A prayer for when you are walking on the
pavement — try to avoid walking on the cracks!
