My friend, you do many things to help other believers. You help them even 
when they are strangers to you.

Give them the things that they need to continue on 
their journey. That will make God happy. They are travelling to different places to tell people 
about Jesus Christ.

Instead, you should 
copy the good things that people do. The person who does good things shows that he 
belongs to God.
