Looking ahead, we consider possible challenges and opportunities, ask for the necessary graces—such as patience or wisdom—and trust in God’s support for the day to come.

Ignatius provides a simple five-step routine for our daily Examen:

Give thanksgiving.
Begin by giving God thanks for all the things you grateful for today. Allow your mind to wander as you reflect on the ways God has blessed you on this particular day. Allow big things and small things to arise.

Ask for the Spirit.
Next, look at the moments in my day when you did not act so well. However, before doing so, ask God to fill you with his Spirit so that the Spirit can lead you through this difficult soul-searching. Otherwise, we liable to hide in denial, wallow in self-pity, or seethe in self-loathing.

Review and recognise failures.
As you look back at your day and ask the Lord to point out to you the moments when you have failed in big ways or small. 

Ask for forgiveness and healing.
If you have sinned, ask God to forgive you and set you straight again. If you have not sinned but simply made a mistake, ask for healing of any harm that might have been done ask for help to get over it and move on.  Also ask for wisdom to discern how you might better handle such tricky moments in the future.

Pray about the next day.
Ask God to show you how tomorrow might go. Imagine the things you’ll be doing, the people you’ll see, and the decisions you’ll be mulling over. Ask for help with any moments you foresee that might be difficult. Especially ask for help in moments when you might be tempted to fail in the way you may have today.

Reading: Philippians 3: 7-21
But whatever were gains to me I now consider loss for the sake of Christ. What is more, I consider everything a loss because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things. I consider them garbage, that I may gain Christ and be found in him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ – the righteousness that comes from God on the basis of faith. I want to know Christ – yes, to know the power of his resurrection and participation in his sufferings, becoming like him in his death, and so, somehow, attaining to the resurrection from the dead.
Not that I have already obtained all this, or have already arrived at my goal, but I press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold of me. Brothers and sisters, I do not consider myself yet to have taken hold of it. But one thing I do: forgetting what is behind and straining towards what is ahead, I press on towards the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenwards in Christ Jesus.
All of us, then, who are mature should take such a view of things. And if on some point you think differently, that too God will make clear to you. Only let us live up to what we have already attained.
Join together in following my example, brothers and sisters, and just as you have us as a model, keep your eyes on those who live as we do. For, as I have often told you before and now tell you again even with tears, many live as enemies of the cross of Christ. Their destiny is destruction, their god is their stomach, and their glory is in their shame. Their mind is set on earthly things. But our citizenship is in heaven. And we eagerly await a Saviour from there, the Lord Jesus Christ, who, by the power that enables him to bring everything under his control, will transform our lowly bodies so that they will be like his glorious body.
